SPECIAL NOTE REGARDING “OLD” VS. “NEW” EMBLEMS ONLGTHING — Any clothing with the
“old” VICA emblem is acceptable as official clotiginvithin the scope of the other requirements tbbdbyv.
It is not necessary to buy new clothes or have erabiems sewn on existing clothes.

1. During_nationatompetition contestants in the Skills USA Championships muestr the official Skills USA Championships
clothing or work uniform specified for their pamiar contests or be subject to no more than a &epépenalty. Specific
clothing guidelines for national contests can hefbin the Skills USA Championships Technical Stadd

2. During_stateeompetition contestants in the Wisconsin Skills USA Champigos must wear the official clothing, business or
work uniform specified for their particular contestbe subject to a 5 point penalty. Official bliog or work uniforms for
each contest can be found in the specific ruleshiaircontest. T-shirts, worn or tattered clothémg not acceptable.

3. Anytime the term "Official SkillsSUSA Dress" ised as a clothing requirement, it refers to thio¥ahg:

a. Males: SkillsUSA blazer, wind breaker, or sweablack trousers with white dress shirt; straiglack tie with four-in-
hand or Windsor knot; black socks; and black odogan shoes;

b. Females: SkillsUSA blazer, wind breaker, orae black skirt or slacks; businesslike whitdamless blouse or white
blouse with a small, plain collar which may notend onto the lapels of the blazer; clear seamless;tand black dress
shoesNote: T-shirt style tops and tops that expose skin inntligk riff area are not approved

c. Polo: The Wisconsin SkillsUSA Polo shirt mayvern with black slacks and shoes for "General Cetitipe Events"
and "Technical Skill Event®xcept where a specific work uniform is requiredh®y/contest ruleslt cannot be used in
the "Leadership ContestsNo local chapter embroidered clothing is allowed dung any competitive event.

d. Jewelry: All personal jewelry should contribibea professional appearance. Only official SKIBA jewelry is to be worn
on a SkillsUSA blazer, windbreaker, sweater, delestyle jacket.

5. The term “professional attire” refers to clothpithat would be appropriate for a business pradesdito wear on the job. For
males, this generally means a button shirt andltess pants, and dress shoes. For females ethésajly means a blouse,
skirt and/or dress pants, and dress shoes. Tssj@dns, athletic shoes, or sandals would be deresdl unacceptable.

6. Certain contests require “white work pants amitewvork shirt or other appropriate work clothihd@.he “other appropriate
work clothing” would be clothing which workers ihat occupational field would wear on the job totpaor a high level of
professionalism. T-shirts, jeans, athletic shoesandals would be considered unacceptable.

7. Skirts for females, whether part of Official BRUSA Dress or professional attire, should be hexat a tasteful length.
Generally, this would be near the knee.

8. The official work pants will be SkillsUSA Supply &&ce white work pants or the equivalent. Whitendarees, painter's
pants, overalls, coveralls, or corduroys areauaieptable. The official work shirt will be th&il&USA Supply Service white
work shirt or the equivalent.

9. No canvas, vinyl, plastic, or leather athletipe shoes, sandals, or open-toed shoes will beitpednm any Skills
Championships event without penalty. Contestartg be disqualified where improper footwear conttita health or safety
hazard.

10. Where specified, safety glasses must comply thi2 standards of the Occupational Safety andth@aministration
(OSHA) and must have side shields. Prescriptidetpa@lasses must have side shields or be coveitedyaggles.

11. Contestants with long hair that poses a passilety hazard must wear OSHA approved hair-comit devices.

12. No identification of contestant or school, eptder the contestant’s assigned number, is alloaredfficial clothing during
contests.
